First Aid Steps for Suspected case of Toxic Jellyfish
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Make sure that the rescuer is safe from toxic jellyfish


Bring the injured out of sea/to the safe place and stays with s/he


Calm down the injured to prevent further toxin absorption  


Do not let any one rub the wound


Call for help or call ambulance (Tel 1669)  








If UNCONCIOUS


Not breath or no pulse 





* If no vinegar available, use soft drink

1.  Pour the vinegar throughout the wound and wait for at least 1 minute (Do not use fresh water since it induces more absorption of toxin).


2. Remove tentacles from the body rapidly and avoid squeezing them or rubbing the wound   (Remove them even without vinegar).


3. If the injured has terrible pain, put ice cube on the wound. 











1. Resuscitate as following steps:


 - Open the airway by lifting up a chin 


 - If not breath, mouth to mouth 


 - If no pulse, pump the heart by pressing on the lower end of the breastbone 











If CONCIOUS


Breath normally or regular pulse





Observe the injured for 45 minutes to check whether s/he has at least one out of these follow signs/symptoms:


- Severe pain at wound, back, trunk, or head


- Restless or confused 


- Sweating, chill, nausea, or vomiting 


- Palpitation, chest pain, or chest tight 


- Difficulty of breathing, rapid breathing, or pant


- Shaking hand, pale face, or cyanosis of hands or feet 





Yes





Transfer to the hospital urgently





Pour (30-60 seconds) the vinegar throughout the wound  (Do not use fresh water).


Continuos Resuscitation until the injured improves or the ambulance arrives. 








Can go home
